
Student Schedules 
Important Schedule Change Information: 
What you need to know . . . 

Schedule changes can only be made for the 
following reasons:  
1. If a student wishes to balance his/her academic 

load — considered on a space available basis. 

2. If a student wishes to sequence courses; considered 
on a space available basis (i.e. Spanish 1, Spanish 2) 

3. If a student received a course for which he/she did 
not register.  Alternates are considered registered 
courses. 

4. If a student passed a course which he/she as-
sumed he/she would fail. 

5. If a student failed a course required for gradua-
tion. 

6. Where possible, if a student failed a course, reg-
istered for the course again, and was assigned the 
same teacher. 

Any student wishing to make a revision to his/her 
schedule must do so within the summer drop/add pe-
riod.  All schedules will be considered final when they 
are distributed on the first day of each semester.  

• Students must    
register for eight 
courses each school 
year, four courses 
per semester.   

• The North Carolina 
Department of Public 
Instruction states 
that students may not 
drop courses after the 
first 10 days of 
school. 

• Athletic Participation:  
Students must have 
passed 3 out of 4 courses 
and been at school for at 
least 85% of the preced-
ing semester and have 
met promotion standards.
